 DIVISION DIRECTOR 
 PIPELINE AND RAILROAD SAFETY 

(GRADE 1)
The Arizona Corporation Commission seeks a Division Director for the Pipeline and Railroad Safety Division. The purpose of this position is to handle oversight of major safety programs covering interstate and intrastate gas and hazardous liquid transmission and distribution systems, as well as railroads and heavy rail lines within Arizona; Leadership/Management of the Commission’s Pipeline and Rail Safety Sections; Oversight of any special studies and research projects; Oversight of employee training obligations; Oversight of Division involvement in public safety programs such as Operation Life Saver and One-Call; Oversight of master meter gas facilities inspection program; and Management responsibilities for ensuring any federal programmatic/financial requirements are appropriately completed on behalf of the Commission.
The knowledge skills and abilities needed for the position include: Must have a managerial background with the ability to delegate authority to the supervisory personnel overseeing the varied disciplines making up the Safety Division, while maintaining overall responsibility for Division activities.  Should have experience in federal and/or state programs dealing with a regulatory environment.  Applicant should have knowledge of basic legislative and general governmental procedures and rules.  Knowledge of administrative practices and general business standards and concepts (including accounting, budgeting, procurement, and data analysis/ presentation) is required.  Must have the ability to deal with and direct a diversity of personnel, operations and technical programs.  
Applicant must be able to delegate tasks while maintaining responsibility of tracking that goals are achieved.  Must have the ability to read and comprehend summaries of technical material in the Pipeline and Railroad industry.  Applicant must be able to represent the Division before the Commissioners in proceedings/meetings when required.  May also need to address large groups or speak one on one with technical experts in the industry.  Must be able to develop programs and establish goals to be achieved by the safety experts making up the respective operating groups.  Must be able to oversee and review enforcement and compliance programs.

Bachelor’s Degree in management, business, engineering or related field is required.  Skills are acquired by experience in managing and directing multifaceted operational organizations.  The functions performed by the Safety Division require a significant amount of field work encompassing inspection of construction and maintenance programs, and application of federal, state, and industry standards and enforcement of these standards.  The field work experience should have been acquired at some point with experience in the industry or with a governmental entity.  Specific knowledge of the pipeline or rail industries is desired but not required.  The Division Director is expected to have both the ability and commitment to (1) understand matters relevant to safety regulation of pipelines and railroads and (2) develop expertise over time.
